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composed by her fellow Americans. The mezzo-soprano’s fervour shi in
Camille Claudel: Into the Fire, a seven-song cycle written especially for her
by her friend Jake Heggie. With its operatic dramaturgy and music, Claudel
captures the passionate character of the titular French sculptor. Bookending
DiDonato’s performance are the contagious joy of Leonard Bernstein’s
opening to Candide and John Adams’ orchestral feast Harmonielehre - three
movements that marry the developmental techniques of Minimalism with the
harmonic and expressive world of late Romanticism. Altogether, this concert
will take listeners on an odyssey of pure, exhilarating sound.
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
